We can also put 
these concerns in the light of God's kingdom and the 
assurance of God's care for us.       

TALK TOGETHER 
Discuss with your children one or more current events or 
a situation in your family which shows difficulties that 
may challenge our trust in a God who cares for us. Notice 
how Jesus said that even when his disciples are 
persecuted, God would be with them. Together with your 
children, talk about ways in which God might bring good 
out of the difficult events you discussed. Talk together 
about some actions you might take as a family to make 
better the situations you discussed.  

READ TOGETHER 
Read today's Gospel, Luke 21:5-19.    

PRAY TOGETHER 
Conclude by praying for the needs of the people involved 
in the events you named. In prayer, place each of these 
difficult situations into God's hands.
